Therefore Eli said to Samuel, “Go, lie down; and if he calls you, you shall say, ‘Speak, 
Lord, for your servant is listening.’” So Samuel went and lay down in his place.

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Music Notes | A Multitude of Voices 
 
In an effort to create a fuller and more inclusive picture of the richness of our musical 
heritage, we will be exploring music composed by women, BIPOC (Black, Indigenous, 
and People of Color), and other historically under-represented composers.  
 
This year we will be focusing on women composers, including music composed by 
Sarah MacDonald, Mel Bonis, Jessica French, Stephanie Martin, Joy-Leilani Garbutt, 
and others.  Despite being historically under-represented in the musical canon, women 
have been active contributors to all eras and styles of music from antiquity to 
contemporary.  
 
The composer of the Gloria in excelsis that we will be singing during the liturgical 
season of Epiphany is David Hurd. David Hurd (born 1950) is a composer, concert 
organist, choral director and educator. Dr. Hurd was Professor of Sacred Music and 
Director of Chapel Music at the General Theological Seminary (New York City) for 39 
years. He is presently the Director of Music at the Church of Saint Mary the Virgin in 
Times Square.  In 1977 he received first prizes in both Organ Performance and in 
Organ Improvisation from the International Congress of Organists, being the only 
person to ever win both prizes in the same year.   
 
With over 100 choral and organ works in print, his compositions have appeared in 
numerous recordings in both the United States and England. Hurd is regularly sought 
out by congregations and organizations seeking to commission new anthems and organ 
works.  Hurd's sacred compositions can be found in many hymnals, including the 
Episcopal Hymnal, 1982. Hurd is one of the world's most visible and successful classical 
organists who is African-American.  
 
The composer of this morning’s psalm chant is Samantha Thomas. Unfortunately, 
little is known about this composer whose chant was found in a collection of Anglican 
Chant, published in 2017 by Vernon Hoyle and Jonathan Wainwright.
